al cues, tactile cues(touch) and in some cases the signal can be electric.

Auditory signals

Auditory signals are very
important for the survival of ani-
mals because sound can travel
much greater distances as com-
pared to the visual recognition.
Birds use sound to inform others
of the presence of danger, attract their partners, defend periarterites as
well as coordinate compels group behavior. Examples frog croaks, cuck-
